2008 Langley Park -McCormick School Winter Clothing Drive

Winter is coming, and once again the
Jubilee Commission is hoping to help
the students at Langley Park-
McCormick Elementary School with
warm winter clothing. This school is an
ethnically diverse school (over a dozen
languages and nationalities are repre-
sented) with almost all of the students
qualifying for free breakfast and lunch.
It's a school with many needs but few
resources, and many of the students are
new immigrants from Central America,
without warm clothing for the cold

months. Our previous drives for school
supplies and winter clothing have been
very successful, and greatly appreciated.
We hope that you will continue by help-
ing again this year.

We are collecting clean, gently used
or new warm jackets, and sweaters;
mittens, gloves, hats, and scarves, and
new socks and underwear for both chil-
dren and adults. Students go from Pre-
Kindergarten through 6" Grade, but
warm clothing for all sizes and ages can

be used. Sizes 5 to 14 are the most use-
ful.

We will begin collecting the last Sun-
day of November, (the30th) and will
continue collecting through January 20.
There will be large boxes at the entrance
to the Parish Hall and at the back of the
church, and the clothing will be deliv-
ered to the school on a weekly basis,
through January.

Search Committee

Since early October, the Search Com-
mittee has been meeting weekly to re-
view the more than 20 applications we
currently have on hand.
