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People who think and write about 

such things say that worship should 

be both immanent and transcendent. 

The way that idea is expressed in 

many places is to say that worship 

should be both  hospi table 

(welcoming and accessible) and 

transformational (lift us into another 

place, a place where God might be 

said to dwell). Worshippers strive for 

this to be true whether the service is 

in a storefront in the inner city or at 

the National Cathedral in Washing-

ton.  

Sometimes I hear people say, 

ñWe really had Church today!ò What 

I take that to mean is that somehow, 

through the music and the prayers, 

through the reading of scripture and 

through the breaking of the bread, 

we are lifted out of the ordinary con-

cerns of daily life to a new time and 

place where we are free to experi-

ence the joy and fullness of a life in 

Christ. 

Nicholas Berdyaev, a 19th century 

Russian philosopher, writes about 

three different kinds of time ï cos-

mic, historical and existential. Cos-

mic time is determined by the move-

ment of the sun and the planets. It is 

measured in millennia, it is linear 

and it ends in death. Historical time 

is time that stretches backward and 

forward from a specific point of ref-

erence. It too is linear and is impor-

tant because it includes the concept 

of ñbecoming;ò that is, history is al-

ways breaking out in front of us, 

welcoming us into what is yet to be. 

Existential time is not linear; it is 

vertical. It is a point in time that is 

tall and deep. It fuses the present 

with the past and future in a way that 

bathes it in ñthe light that streams in 

from the end.ò It is this ñexistential 

timeò that is embraced in worship ï 

a time that is outside of time. It is 

both immanent and transcendent. 

Most importantly, it has been un-

derstood throughout the Christian era 

that worship precedes our attempts 

to explain it. It is understood that as 

a community worships, so its com-

mon life is transformed into under-

standing and action ï understanding 

about the meaning of it all and action 

that is the fulfillment of the story 

told in worship. One theologian 

writes, ñThus is the faith kept as 

something always alive in the pre-

sent. Thus is memory mediated ever 

new as tradition. Thus is conversion 

made a sustained quality in the 

(congregation) itself. Thus is the di-

vine purpose served in the real world 

of whatever epoch. Thus is the Gift 

always given and received.ò 

As we head into the new program 

year, Sunday worship at St. An-

drewôs will continue as in the past.  

8:00 is always a Rite I Eucha-

rist without music. This is a 

quiet and traditional service. 

10:30 is livelier. It is a Rite II 

Eucharist with the occasional 

trial liturgy. It is graced with 

beautiful music and, from time 

to time, the liturgy itself will be 

sung, as we build on the wonder-

ful musical tradition that is so 

central to worship at St. An-

drewôs. 

6:30 in the evening is a contem-

plative Eucharist sponsored by 

the Episcopal/Anglican Campus 

Ministry. It is followed by dinner 

and everyone is welcome. 

As in the past, Wednesday Noon 

Eucharist will be held in the Episco-

pal Student Center. 

It is my hope that you will find 

the worship style that fits best at St. 

Andrewôs and that it will be both 

welcoming and transformational. 

And we hope that you will find it to 

be timeless. Join us!
